ABPN ANNOUNCES SUBSPECIALTY CERTIFICATION IN 

PSYCHOSOMATIC MEDICINE

At the March 2003 meeting of the American Board of Medical Specialties (ABMS), the Assembly approved the issuance of subspecialty certificates in psychosomatic medicine by the American Board of Psychiatry and Neurology (ABPN).

Examination:  The first examination is scheduled for June 6-10 and June 13-14, 2005, with an application deadline of August 1, 2004.  Dr. Daniel K. Winstead (New Orleans, LA), an ABPN director, is chairing the test development committee, and Dr. James L. Levenson (Richmond, VA) is serving as vice chair.  The four-hour examination of 200 multiple choice questions will be administered in a nationwide network of computer test centers.  A content outline will be supplied to applicants and is posted on the ABPN web site (www.abpn.com).

Requirements:  In addition to being certified in psychiatry, applicants for subspecialty certification must also meet the Board’s licensure and ACGME training requirements.  For the first five years that the examination is administered (the “grandfathering” period), there are two alternatives to ACGME-accredited fellowship training in psychosomatic medicine.  One is non-ACGME-accredited fellowship training in psychosomatic medicine (consultation-liaison psychiatry).  The other is 25% practice time devoted to psychosomatic medicine (consultation-liaison psychiatry) for a minimum of two years.  After the 2009 examination, new applicants will be required to successfully complete one year of ACGME-accredited fellowship training in psychosomatic medicine.
